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Whose Neighborhood is this? Methods of Integration into the Urban Space of
Global Tel Aviv

The research study, conducted in the "Hatikva" neighborhood in south Tel Aviv,
examines the different ways that individuals inhabit urban spaces and how they
imbue meaning to these spaces. Using ethnographic fieldwork, Tal Shamur follows
the demographic, social and cultural changes taking place in the neighborhood over
the last few decades. The study addresses the gap between the stable public image
of a "disadvantaged Oriental neighborhood", and the complex social realities of this
area, which accommodates people from diverse ethnic, class, and national
backgrounds, including a substantial group of work migrants and refugees. The
study's research questions, shaped by a political-economic prospective, address the
multi-dimensionality of urban space, the dialectic construction of identities, and the

ways in which subjects infuse personal and collective meaning into the urban space.
